Although exhibitors and breeders should not discuss horses and/or breedings with
our show officials, we encourage our exhibitors, breeders, and members to be cour-
teous and conversational. Please make them feel welcome. They traveled a great
distance and work long and tiring days during the show.

Attention Juniors

THE CLASS AGE SPLIT IN JUNIORS IS AS FOLLOWS:
12 YEARS AND UNDER
13 YEARS AND OVER
2 YEARS AND UP FOR LEADLINE, HELMETS REQUIRED (NO CHARGE)

AGE IS DETERMINED BY ACTUAL AGE ON JANUARY 1, 2010

Junior classes (if not enough juniors) may be run as one class, with age split made
after judging. Ribbons and High Point will be awarded for both age groups.
JUNIORS UNDER AGE FIFTEEN (15) AS OF JANUARY 1 OF THE CURRENT YEAR WILL
NOT BE ALLOWED TO SHOW STALLIONS OR COLTS OLDER THAN ONE (1) YEAR OF
AGE IN ANY CLASS, REGARDLESS OF THE DESIGNATION. ADDITIONALLY, NO
STALLIONS OR COLTS OLDER THAN ONE (1) YEAR OF AGE ARE ALLOWED IN ANY
CLASS DESIGNATED FOR JUNIORS ONLY, REGARDLESS OF THE AGE OF THE
HANDLER.

JUNIOR PERFORMANCE IN BIT: You may be required to stop, back, reverse, and
make circles to the right and left.

JUNIOR EQUITATION CLASS: Spurs and ponchos prohibited. You may be required
to sit, stop, back, and surge forward; circle to the right and left; reverse, figure eight
and serpentine.

JUNIOR PATTERN CLASS: To be done as an individual workout, one rider at a time
in the arena. The pattern is included in the premium, the packet, and posted on the
bulletin board. Judging: 50% on the correct execution of pattern, 25% on
horsemanship, 25% on gait.

SHOWMANSHIP AT HAND: For juniors 13 years and older ONLY.

GROOMING & CONDITIONING: For juniors 12 years and under ONLY. The horse is
judged on grooming and conditioning, not conformation. Junior exhibitors should
be clean and neat.

TACK:

JUNIORS RIDING IN ANY CLASS — For Peruvian Tack, retrancas are prohibited;
baticola is required; floron is optional. Helmets are required for all juniors 12 years
of age and under.

NOTE for Novice and Fun classes: Alternative tack is allowed as per NAPHA rules.
Appropriate bridle and saddle required. We are allowing relaxed attire for Novice
and Fun classes. Whites, ponchos and jackets are optional. Any neat, clean attire is
allowed, but must include long pants, long-sleeved shirt, belt, boots and hat.
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EXHIBITORS PRIVELEDGES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: ALL HORSES ENTERING SHOW GROUNDS MUST HAVE A
HEALTH CERTIFICATE WITH A COPY OF A CURRENT COGGINS (WITHIN 6 MONTHS).
THESE MUST BE PRESENTED TO THE BARN SUPERINTENDENT AND SHOW
SECRETARY UPON ARRIVAL . Mississippi requires a Health Certificate signed by a
veterinarian within 30 days of the show. Health Certificates shall reflect the
recorded body temperature and Coggins test at the time the Certificate is issued.

DOGS: All dogs must be on leash while on show grounds. No dogs are permitted in
the show arena.

VETERINARIAN

A veterinarian will be on-call during the show and after show hours. The
veterinarian is required to notify show officials of any horse that exhibits symptoms
of a communicable disease or lameness. If, upon inspection, any horse is found to
have a contagious disease or considered to be a danger to other horses, it must be
removed from the show grounds or be quarantined.

SUBSTITUTION OF JUDGES OR OTHER OFFICIALS

In the event that the judge or other official designated herein is unable to perform
duties, the DSPHC reserves the right to substitute another judge or official.

JUDGE’S AUTHORITY

The judge shall have the authority to place any horse in whatever position in a class
s/he thinks is justified by the merit of the horse. The judge shall award prizes in
order starting with first place and may not vacate places, five horses placed and a
reserve. If there are more horses of merit in a class than there are prizes offered in
the class, the judge has the right to award any number of honorable mentions. The
judge has the right to make favorable comments over the public address system
about the horses shown but shall make no negative comments.

RING ADMISSION STEWARD

The ring admission steward shall call to the attention of the show steward or show
veterinarian any entry which does not, in his/her opinion, conform to the Blue Book
of Peruvian Horse Showing requirements regarding hoof length, tack, attire,
appearance and/or soundness. The show steward and/or show veterinarian shall
investigate and handle such matters in accordance with the Blue Book of Peruvian
Horse Showing.
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STABLING FACILITIES AND FEES

Fees for stalls are $70. Showing out of
trailers is not permitted. STALLS MUST
BE RESERVED BY SUBMITTING A
PROPER ENTRY FORM AND PAYMENT OF
FEES. STALLS CANNOT BE RESERVED
BY PHONE UNLESS ADVANCE PAYMENT
HAS BEEN RECEIVED. Horses must be
placed in assigned stalls, and NO
changes are permitted without the
consent of the show secretary. If you
wish to be stalled next to someone,
please indicate on your entry blank.
Each animal must be assigned a
separate stall except brood-mares and
suckling foals. Stalls will be ready use
on Thursday, March 25; and must be
vacated by 10:00 a.m. Monday, March
29. Stalls not vacated by these times
will incur a fee of $15/stall/day.
Security is provided at a charge of $5.00
per horse. Hay and shavings may be
purchased at show grounds.

Upon arrival, see the Barn Manager for
stall assignment. At this time, Health
Certificates and Coggins papers must be
presented. All exhibitors are advised to
bring snaps, buckets, hay nets, feed,
hay, and other items necessary for the
care of their horses.

NO PLASTIC OR NON-FIRE-RETARDANT

MATERIAL MAY BE USED ON OR ABOVE
THE STALLS. Cheesecloth or similar type
material may be used in all areas. Any
material that allows for the penetration
of water from the sprinkler system to the
floor of the stall is permissible.
Exhibitors are not allowed to paint any
permanent structures in the barn. Any
material used to decorate stall doors
must be removed by the conclusion of
the show.

NOTE: When horses are not in stalls,
they must be wunder the direct
supervision of the owner, trainer,
groomer, handler or authorized person in
charge of said animal.

MOTOR-HOMES AND CAMPERS

Motor-home and camper hook-ups will be assigned on a first-come, first-served
basis. A minimum of $45 will be charged for the weekend. Any additional days are
at $15 per day. A check for the total number of days must accompany request for
reservations and should be paid upon arrival directly to Mississippi State Fair-

grounds.
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CALL FOR CLASSES

Classes will be called promptly and with advance notice before each preceding
class enters the ring. THREE (3) MINUTES will be allowed after the gate is opened;
in the interest of a fast-moving show to hold spectator interest, this will be enforced.
When a change of costume is required due to cross-entering and a rider cannot
make the three (3) minute notice for last call, a request IN WRITING for additional
time must be submitted to the GATE STEWARD prior to the subject class. Tack
change will be seven (7) minutes from the time the preceding class leaves the ring;
exhibitors who are ready earlier are requested to notify the gate steward.
